Book Report Choices for the Summer Reading Selections 


Students are required to read two (2) books from the list.  They may choose any  two book reports to do. (They may choose to do the same kind for both books)  
As the students are completing their book reports, they should keep in mind that I have read all of them so they won’t “spoil” the endings for me   All text should be typed. 
1)    Write a feature article (with a headline) that tells the story of the book as it might be found on the front page of a newspaper in the town where the story takes place.
  
2)  Make a mobile using a coat hanger.  Include at least 6 items/pictures, and write 4-6 sentences about why you included each item/picture.
 
3)   Record a summary of the book for me to listen to.  Base your summary on the criteria below for a more traditional book report form.  (2:30-5 minutes)
4) Make a test for the book you read. Include 5 short answer (fill-in the-blanks), 5 multiple choice, and 5 short essay questions. After typing the test, provide the answers for your questions.(You should hand in your quiz and the answer key)
5) or students can write a more traditional report 
Write a 1-2 page report. Write in complete sentences and correctly written paragraphs.  The report must be typed.
Include these elements:
     Title of book, author and setting
    Summary of the plot  (I have already read the book, so you can write a complete summary)
        Who were the main characters in the book?
o        Who was the protagonist (the “good guy”)?
o        Who was the antagonist (the “bad guy”)? 
        What was the main conflict in the story and how was it resolved?
        What was your favorite part of the book?  Why? 
        If there was one thing about the book you would change, what would it be?  Why?
·       Would you recommend this book?  Why or why not?  If yes, who would you recommend      
this book to?
